Selection
is based on 4-H merit: 40 percent on 4-H leadership; 30 percent on 4-H citizenship/community service in 4-
H; 20 percent on 4-H participation and recognition; and 10 percent on non-4-H participation, leadership,
community service, participation, and recognition in school and community.

INSTRUCTIONS: Complete the Scholarship form for 2012. Additionally requested information must be presented on
separate one-sided pages, with 1.5-inch left margin and 1-inch top, right, and bottom margins. Font must be easily
legible and be a minimum of 10 point. No pages may be added to those listed on this application. Each full
application should consist of the following items and placed in the following order:

1. THIS FORM “Kansas 4-H Scholarship Application —2012.”

2. TRANSCRIPT of high school grades, if applying as a high school senior, or most recent college semester grades
if already in college. (Unofficial transcripts are acceptable. Not required to be in a sealed envelope. If home-
schooled, indicate such and provide appropriate documentation).

3. ONE LETTER of recommendation from school/college personnel.

4. ONE LETTER of recommendation from a non-related 4-H leader or a non-related extension
agent/assistant/specialist currently employed by K-State Research and Extension.

5. ONE PAGE summarizing your most significant leadership, community service, participation and
recognitions in 4-H educational events and activities, including the years. Use bullet lists or table formats.
May be single spaced. Begin with most recent accomplishments at the top of the page. Level of involvement
designations are as follows: L=local; C/D=county/district; A/R=area/region; S=state; N=national; I=international.

6. ONE PAGE essay (double spaced) summarizing how “4-H has impacted me.”

7. ONE PAGE summarizing your most significant non-4-H leadership, community service, participation and
recognitions in school and community, including the years. Use bullet lists or table formats. Begin with most
recent accomplishments at the top of the page.
